I was born 1964 in Auckland New Zealand and 
escaped to Australia in 1969.  After a pretty 
ordinary childhood I left home in Adelaide and 
moved to Whyalla in 1981 to become a fitter & 
machinist for BHP.
Bought my first bike on arriving in Whyalla 
because my VW dropped dead and the person 
selling the bike was going to jail and wanted 
some spending money for inside. It was a 
Yamaha DT 125....My parents were horrified 
and begged me to sell it. Whoa that was it, I 
was hooked.  The DT125 gave way to a DT175 
and then to a DT250, man was I stupid, there 
was a whole bike world out there. 
Forget Yamaha the Honda love affair began 
with a VT250 and ended with a VFR1000R and
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The ancient Scottish roads and scenery seemed right in place as I soaked it all in riding an 
“ancient” motorcycle – a 1950’s 500cc Royal Enfield twin. 

You can swan around the Scottish Borders area where Alan and Marion are based but the 
options are endless.  Head up into the Highlands, Orkney, the Isle of Skye or the Outer 
Hebrides, whatever your choice there’s a tour for you. 

The day Alan took me for a spin I cruised along on a ‘50’s 500cc Enfield twin while he rode 
his 700cc Constellation.  We meandered along a winding mountain road over to a quaint 
little biker’s café beside a lake – fantastic stuff, especially when you’re a bit of a classic 
enthusiast like myself.  There’s something special about just putting along taking in the 
sights and sounds instead of racing up the road on a modern machine. 

But it’s not just Royal Enfields that Caledonian use.  The fleet also includes a tasty Norton 
Commando and a couple of 650cc BSA machines so those with a lust for power can have it 
satisfied somewhat on the big British twins. 

The tours give you a chance to enjoy everything Scotland has to offer, the history, the 
scenery, the people, the roads and of course the old bikes. 

But riding old bikes doesn’t appeal to every one and to be fair many riders don’t have that 
caring and sympathetic hand which old machines need so to cater for that crew Alan and 
Marion are happy to have newer bikes along, as part of a classic tour or not.  So if your 
mate is riding the old dunger and you don’t want to, that’s fine.  Prices vary but an eight-
day tour with bike hire will cost around 1300 pounds and you can be picked up from 
Glasgow airport.

From there it was a short distance to Killarney for a counter lunch, and then across some of the 
worst sealed roads I’ve traveled to get us to Beaudesert where we started to peel off on our own 
ways home.
